Selena Robinson

In 1997, Carl Hoffman, a free-lance writer, wrote
an article about the life and career of Selena
Robinson. Summarizing such a life as Selena’s
will always be an impossible task, because of the
countless contributions she made throughout her
years as a mother, an activist, an advocate, a

' mentor, a volunteer, and so much more. Now,
perhaps more than ever, Selena Robinson
serves as an example of what we all need to do,
what we all need to be, whatever our race,
whatever our gender, whatever our church.

Bethel A Baptist Church was Selena’s, and she drew strength from her faith and shared it
with her Sunday school students, including Frederick Gordon, who later became her pastor.
The mother of fifteen children, one of whom died at birth, Selena Robinson always reached
beyond her own family with her endless energy and efforts. She made cupcakes which one
of her daughters sold on the school bus, and she had her finger in every community “pie.”
She understood the costs of segregated schooling, and she was an integral part of the
founding and efforts of the Transylvania Citizens Improvement Organization (TCIO). The
law suit brought by TCIO led to the integration of Brevard High School.

The granddaughter of a former slave, Selena Robinson knew history better than most, and
she shared that knowledge with her usual generosity of spirit. Like most historians, Selena
knew that understanding the past would guide us all to a better future. She also knew that
knowledge always has to be coupled with action, and act she did. Whether it was
supporting the Schenck Job Corps Center, giving thousands of hours as a volunteer or
serving on countless boards and committees, Selena never shrank from what she viewed
as her duties to her community and her God.

All of Robinson’s achievements were memorable, but the part of her life she was most
proud of is depicted in the picture of her family tree and its dozens of descendants. While
the walls of her home exhibited countless awards, her heart was in that assembly of those
she loved. Selena was able to combine so many pieces of work, family, church, and
community in way that few can manage.

As Carl Hoffman quoted in his article, Selena believed “We need to leave this world in

better shape than we found it in.” It's a lesson well taught by the life of Selena Robinson, a
lesson we all need to learn.
